 DSP Sri Degala Prabhakar provided a sobering perspective from a law enforcement 

standpoint. He detailed the legal consequences under the NDPS Act and explained how a 

single drug-related criminal record could destroy career prospects in government and private 

sectors. He encouraged students to be "vigilant citizens" and report any suspicious activities 

to the police anonymously.

The participation of all private degree colleges created a unified front, breaking institutional 

barriers for a common social cause. The presence of the DSP helped bridge the gap between 

students and the police department, fostering an environment of trust rather than fear.

The program 

successfully achieved its goal of creating a "ripple effect" of awareness across Palamaner, 

equipping the youth with the psychological and factual tools to resist drug abuse and illicit 

trafficking.
